Improve Your Alignment

In an average round of golf over 65% of shots are played within 70 yards of the hole.

Gaining knowledge and improving this area of the game is essential to lowering your handicap and
becoming a better player.

S0 when golfers go out to practice, why do most head straight for the driving range?

Many faults in technique are influenced by a poor set up position.

Take time to practice your short game and use your time effectively!

Next time you have 5 minutes on the chipping green; lay a club down on the
ground parallel to your target.

Align your body, shoulders, hips and forearms parallel to
your target line i.e. in line with the club on the ground.
The stance can be in line or slightly open / left to your
target (my preferred option).

Ensure that the leading edge of the club face is also in line.

Setting up in line to your target will help you improve your
strike and your game.
